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Ten Years of Service in the Women's Spnodical

WE come tonight to set up our Ebenezer, our
stone of remembrance, saying, "Hitherto hath

the Lord helped us." Ten years ago, a timid band
of women met in Belle Center, Ohio, to organize
the Covenanter women into a united working unit.
They recognized that there were obstacles in the
way, but, like Christian, they felt the "lions would
be chained." The first obstacle, perhaps, was the
expense of getting the women together. But our
gallant men, who believed in us, soon solved the
problem. They saw that an automobile, carrying
the pastor and elder and two women, was as cheap
as one railroad fare. The second obstacle, perhaps,
was the trite saying that woman's place was at
home. We say, and truly, that woman is the home-
maker and man the home-provider; but whoever
heard of shutting up a man in an office or on a farm
and telling him that it was his only place. Christ
came to establish a new order for both men and
women. He said, "Seek ye first—first—seek ye
first the Kingdom of God, and all these things shall
be added unto you." His rule is, "First things
first." If the farm conflicts with the prayer meet-
ing, then it is the prayer meeting first. If the
house cleaning conflicts with the missionary meet-
ing, then it is the missionary meeting first. My
father, at one time in his life, decided that he would
close his store every Wednesday evening and go to
prayer meeting. Friends said, "You can't do that,
you can't afford to." He said, in effect, "I can't
afford not to."

Let us look at two instances in the life of Christ.
In Luke 8:1, 2, 3, we are told that Jesus was going
all over the country, preaching and healing, and that
His twelve disciples were with Him, and "certain

women" were with Him, Mary Magdalene, Joanna
the wife of Chuza, Herod's steward, and Susannah
and "many other women" were with Him and "min-
istered to Him of their substance." He did not send
them home. Then, again, He was being entertained
in the lovely home at Bethany, and He kindly but
firmly reproved Martha because she was putting
her household duties first and commended Mary
because she was "sitting at His feet" and drinking
of the water of life.

Have we accomplished anything worth while in
these yearss? Ten years ago, there was no study-
ing of the Mission enterprise of the world, but to-
day almost every society is studying the mission
text book. No one claims that every woman is
really studying it, or that very many get a great
deal out of it, but one woman or several in every
society glimpses the "fields of the world white al-
ready to the harvest," and she kindles the mission-
ary zeal in the others. In giving figures tonight,
I am giving them in "round" numbers, and for only
eight years; I was unable to get them for the first
two years. Eight years ago, our total contribution
was 814,082, this last year, it was 822,000, an in-
crease of 81,000 for each year. The total contri-
bution for these eight years has been §153,000. Who
will say that this was not worth while; and that it
was not largely due to the increased knowledge of
the need of the world?

Let us look at the Standard of Efficiency. Effi-
ciency is a word to conjure with. It is a standard
of measurement—a goal to strive for! It is very
comprehensive. It includes the study of tithing and
temperance, prayer groups, thank-offering, sacrifi-

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Board of Foreign Missions

IN submitting this our annual report, the Board
wishes to record praise to God for His goodness

in permitting a continuation of service in this de-
partment of the Church's work. The lives of our
missionaries have been spared, and a good degree
of health has been graciously bestowed. Twice,
during the year, the messenger of death visited our
Board. Dr. J. C. McFeeters, who has for many
years served as a member, was called home to glory,
December 24, 1928, and has entered upon his reward.
He was a good and faithful member, and an ardent
lover of missions and missionaries. His presence
and his prayers will be greatly missed in our meet-
ings. Elder William J. Beatty, of Third New York,
was called home, February 20, 1929. In the fewer
years of his connection with the Board, Mr. Beatty
endeared himself to us all. He was faithful, kind,
and just in all his judgments, and a devoted ser-
vant of Jesus Christ.

Since last Synod, Mr. Weir and his family have
returned to the work in Cyprus, and Mr. Hemphill,
having completed his term in Larnaca, returned to
America. There returned to the field in China, Mr.
and Mrs. Kempf, Mr. and Mrs. J. C. Mitchel and
their children, and Miss Stewart. Dr. and Mrs.
Wright arrived in America on furlough soon after
Synod; and the McFarlands, Miss French and Miss
McCrea, Miss Edgar and Miss Dean are due to come
on furlough this summer, although Miss Edgar is
postponing her furlough, and expects to remain for
the present in the service abroad. Dr. Smith and
family, Dr. and Mrs. Wright, Dr. and Mrs. Calvin
McCarroll expect to return this summer to their

respective fields, while Dr. Dickson and family re-
main another year in America. He is taking spe-
cial courses in his profession at the Massachusetts
State Infirmary. Miss McCrea has accepted ap-
pointment to return to Nicosia, after a year's fur-
lough, to perform the duties of Principal of the
Girls' Academy. The Rev. R. C. Adams and fam-
ily, and the Misses Barr, McCracken, and Robb are
still detained in the homeland, because the Board
has not the means to return them to the field. One
main factor leading to the decision of Dr. Dickson
to remain in America another year and take a re-
munerative position was the inability of the Board
to continue him on salary and finance the return
of him and his famliy to the field.

The Board has taken into careful and prayerful
consideration the recommendation of last Synod,
that all our work be placed, as rapidly as possible,
on the self-support basis. The term "self-support"
covers but a part of what the mission in China
is attempting to achieve, and but a part of what
the Board has chosen as the ultimate aim in all our
fields, and this financial part of the undertaking
is by no means the most important. The object in
view in all fields is not only a self-supporting, but
a self-governing, and self-propagating Church. As
far as financial self-support is concerned, your
Board has definitely said to the Covenanter Church
in China that it will expect to continue to make as
the contribution of the sending Church the mis-
sionaries, their support, their housing, and expenses
of travel. This would leave the Church in mission
lands to contribute other physical properties and
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the support of their own local workers, and the
evangelists and teachers sent out by the native
Church to penetrate the contiguous regions. The
Board's plan of operation would call for councils,
and as soon as possible Presbyteries, in which for-
eign missionaries and native workers and officers
would cooperate on equal footing, and with equal
authority. As soon as wisely possible, the foreign
workers would surrender the work in any given dis-
trict into the hands of the native Church, and move
on into new and unoccupied territories. Since last
Synod, the Board has availed itself of every oppor-
tunity for conference with furloughed missionaries
in the study of the problem, and has counseled with
them in devising plans for putting this method of
missionary work into successful operation. We
have already taken action directing the missions in
the Levant to organize such Councils that the work
there may be placed on the basis of self-support and
cooperative control. Thus we are anticipating the
time when the Church in the Levant may become
self-controlled and self-propagating. In the hope of
promoting this policy in China, the Board, as long
ago as June, at the first meeting after Synod, voted
to open a new field in Northern Japan or Manchuria.
But, while we have the missionaries in readiness to
go, some of them now employed in work other than
that to which they have devoted their lives, mis-
sionaries who could be used in new fields more ad-
vantageously than in territories now occupied, we
were very soon made to realize that for lack of funds
we could not proceed. We come to Synod with our
treasury overdrawn more than 86,400. And there
the project stands. And there we feel it must con-
tinue to stand, until Synod definitely instructs the
Board what to do. The Board is the servant of the
Synod and of the Church. The supreme desire of
both the Church and the Board is to be the servants
of our Lord who commissioned us to the world mis-
sion of Christianity.

With reference to the added responsibility now
being laid upon the Church in mission fields, the
Board takes no credit for the development of this
somewhat new method of prosecuting our work.
To missionaries is due this credit. But the Board
has sought to catch the vision and the spirit of
these forward-looking and discerning and unselfish
missionaries. The Board has sought to catch up
the conception and present it to the Church. The
Board has made an honest effort to present, through
the columns of our Church paper, the present crisis
both in our work and in the lives of our mission-
aries devoted and trained to this work. The Board
has cordially invited the leaders of our Church to
give earnest consideration to the present complex
situation, to the end that Synod this year may de-
finitely instruct the Board what policy to pursue
for the future. For we feel it should be clearly un-

derstood that the Board's primary object in favor-
ing the formation of councils for cooperation and
self-support is not to save money, nor to transfer
money from one field to another field now occupied,
but ultimately to develop the spiritual life of the na-
tive Church members, and bring them as rapidly as
possible to the spiritual state that will enable them
to take their places in their Churches in full coopera-
tion with the missionaries, to the end that they
may soon become self-governing and self-propagat-
ing Churches. Thus our foreign missionaries would
be released to press onward into the regions be-
yond. Nor do we judge that our American Church
wishes or proposes to develop its plans for foreign
missions with a view to saving itself from the neces-
sity of raising as large sums of money as have been
raised in the past. We doubt whether the Church
will want to save money at the expense of denying
the gospel to the pagan world. On the contrary,
we have the faith to believe that the Church will
want a foreign mission program calling for more
liberal giving and a larger sacrifice for this primary
object of its life.

Be this as it may, we are confronted with the
situation that we cannot, by present methods, se-
cure the funds to support all the workers on our
pay roll, much less restore to active service those
on our titular roll. Both these facts would remain
the same if the Budget of Synod had been raised
in full. In seeking from Synod a solution for our
problems, it is only fair to all concerned to say that
the Board felt, until the last few years, that it was
receiving its proportionate share of Synod's Bud-
get as administered. But since the Board's allotted
share of the Budget is not sufficient to support all
our present missionary force, we request Synod,
this year, to give the Board specific instruction as
to the future. On what scale does the Church wish
this work maintained? This request calls for spe-
cific and definite instruction as to either retaining or
dismissing such a portion of our missionaries as can
no longer be supported on the resources available;
or for some plan to secure additional resources.
Careful study of the situation has led the Board
to submit for Synod's consideration the following
as some of the possible alternatives open to the
Church. Synod may be able to offer some entirely
different and better solution:

1. The Board, as a venture of faith, could send
out all the present corps of missionaries, trusting
that funds would be forthcoming.

2. If Synod should instruct the Board to do this,
the Synod should also grant permission to appeal
for funds over and above the Budget for their sup-
port.

3. If Synod should not approve such an appeal,
the Board will be obliged to dismiss a part of our

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COMMITTEE ON FOREIGN MISSIONS.

There has been placed in the hands of your com-
mittee the report of the Board of Foreign Missions,
accompanied by the reports from the fields and the
financial report of the Foreign Mission Treasurer,
Joseph M. Steele. The financial report has been
audited and is accompanied by the auditor's certi-
ficate.

These reports show the careful handling of the
funds by the Treasurer. They also set before us
the fact that the Board, composed of busy pastors
and men of large business affairs, are giving much
time and prayerful thought to this department of
the Church's work. We express our confidence in
their management of the foreign mission enter-
prise of the Church. We sympathize with them
in the many perplexing problems that come before
them in their administration, and we rejoice with
them in the successes that, by the blessing of the
Lord, come to this work.

We rejoice in the answered prayers for the return
of comparative peace and quiet to the field in China.
We realize that a great day of opportunity has
dawned on our Mission in China. Heathenism is
rapidly breaking down, and the opportunity pre-
sents itself, as never before, for a forward move-
ment in China. We call on the Church to pray
and to give that this golden opportunity may not
pass by unimproved. In the Levant field, we note
encouraging conditions a^ng with the difficulties
that have long existed. Here, too, there is indica-
tion of a better day.

One of the matters of interest in connection with
this field was the visit to Latakia and Cyprus by
Dr. and Mrs. J. M. Blackwood. At no little expense
and inconvenience, they turned aside from the
beaten path of the Mediterranean tour to make
these visits. They were greatly pleased with what

they saw of the work in their brief stay in these
fields. By the use of their motion picture camera,
they have been able to bring back vivid impressions
of their visits. The pictures have been shown to the
Pittsburgh Women's Presbyterial and before the
joint assembly of Synod and the Women's Synodi-
cal. We commend very highly the interest these
friends have taken in this part of our foreign mis-
sion field. We commend our entire foreign mission
project to the constant prayer support of the entire
Church, and to the sacrificial giving of our people.

The Foreign Mission Board is confronting a seri-
ous problem in regard to the return of missionaries
at home on furlough and the adequate financing of
the work. They have passed this problem on to
Synod, with an earnest request for guidance in it3
solution. We embody this problem in certain reso-
lutions that we are presenting to Synod. It is in-
separably linked up with the problem of the Bud-
get of the Church.

We recommend:

I. That, nothwithstanding the serious cut made
this year in the askings of the Board, the appro-
priation for foreign missions remain for this year
as reported by the Coordinating Committee.

II. Synod reaffirms its previous action that, in
pro-rating the budget, bequests are not to be taken
into account during the current year, and further
recommends that the Coordinating Committee shall
not hereafter take bequests into account in form-
ing the budget.

III. We recommend that all missionaries on the
roll who wish to return be retained for return to
the field as fast as funds are available.

IV. We recommend the careful cultivation of
the missionary spirit among our young people in
Sabbath Schools, Young People's Societies, Confer-
ences, and from the pulpit, in order that future
giving may be stimulated and that recruits be forth-
coming for the field when needed.

V. We authorize the Foreign Mission Board to
make special appeals to individuals and to organi-
zations, over and above the budget appropriations,
for meeting the needs of the field, and that, in the
spirit of fairness, a like privilege be granted to all
causes represented in the budget.

VI. That the Board be given the opportunity to
explain to Synod their policy regarding certain un-
used designated funds in their possession.

VII. That M. M. Pearce, T. M. Slater, R. A. Blair,
Evan W. Jones, A. J. Harding, and William H. Lin-
son, whose membership on the Board has expired,
be chosen their own successors.

VIII. That F. M. Wilson be appointed to repre-
sent the Board on the floor of Synod.
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missionary force. And under such a decision the
Board could make no appeals to our young people
to take up the foreign mission service.

4. If Synod approve such an appeal, the Board
would send out the workers only as the necessary
funds became available.

5. If Synod instructs the Board to retain all
our missionaries for return to the field, but not of
a public appeal for funds, would Synod permit the
Board through appeals other than public to secure
their support by individuals or groups ?

6. If in Synod's view none of these proposals is
satisfactory, the Board asks Synod this year to pro-
vide a solution for the Board's problems.

Other items for Synod's information or action are
the following:

1. In view of our heavy deficit, we have asked
the Co-ordinating Committee to grant this depart-
ment the sum of $45,000 in Synod's Budget; and
we hope Synod will vote that sum. It should be
recalled that the appropriation to Foreign Missions
has been materially cut down within the past five
or six years. In 1923 the appropriation was $52,000
in a Budget of $115,000. In 1924 the Budget was
fixed at $100,000, and of that total $45,000 were ap-
propriated to this work. The next year, with
Synod's Budget the same, Foreign Missions were
allotted $42,300. Since 1925 with Synod's Budget
remaining each year at $100,000, this cause has
sustained gradual reductions in the apportionment
until last year the sum named was but $39,300.
The Board does not wish to be understood as ask-
ing Synod to take any action that will reduce the
receipts of any other department in the Budget.
We do ask Synod to consider whether the appropria-
tion to Foreign Missions could be restored to
$45,000, without impairing the receipts for other
causes; and we request that the appropriations for
the Covenanter Witness and the Department of
Home Resources and Young People's Work be set
up as separate items in Synod's Budget, so that
no appropriation in the Budget shall be subjected
to an assessment for such general expenses.

2. A question concerning the granting of divorce
has been submitted by Rev. Mr. Caskey, of Cyprus.
The Board transmits the paper asking that the
question and paper be referred to the Committee on
Discipline.

3. The Board has prepared a program for the
biennial conference on Missions Friday evening,
June 6.

4. The time for which M. M. Pearce, T. M. Slater,
R. A. Blair, Evan W. Jones, A. J. Harding, and Wm.
H. Linson were chosen to membership on the Board
has expired. Synod should choose their successors.

5. Walter McCarroll was appointed to represent

the Board before the Co-ordinating Committee, and
the Corresponding Secretary on the floor of Synod.

6. General reports from each field are herewith
submitted with the suggestion that Synod may
wish to have the Committee on Foreign Missions
prepare summaries of them to be printed in the
Minutes of Synod; and direct the printing of the
entire reports in early issues of the Covenanter
Witness.

A QUESTION CONCERNING DIVORCE FROM
MISSION IN CYPRUS.

Referred to Synod by the Board of Foreign Missions.
Nicosia, Cyprus, May 1, 1929.

Dear Dr. Wilson;
It will seem strange to you, but I am expecting

to be asked to grant a divorce. In this country,
divorces are not given by the Government, but by
the heads of the various religious bodies. It is said
that the Congregational ministers were accustomed
to give divorces in the Near East. We now have a
case in which a man was married to a Catholic, in
the Catholic Church. The woman left him, went to
Alleppo, and, without a divorce, married again. It
is also reported that she left the first man she mar-
ried there and has married another. The man went
to the Catholic Church for a divorce, and they would
not give it to him. He applied to the Armenian
Archbishop, who refused because he had been mar-
ried in the Catholic Church. His sister is a mem-
ber of our Church, and I understand has asked the
Armenian pastor to investigate, and, if he finds the
man innocent and the woman guilty, to ask me to
give a divorce. When I heard of it, I told the sister
that I could not give divorces, but she made me
promise to ask the Board or Synod about the mat-
ter. So I ask for the decision of the Board or
Synod in regard to the question, "Should a minister
or session of the Reformed Presbyterian Mission in
Cyprus ever grant a divorce, and if so, on what
grounds?" I do not think I would give this man
a divorce if I could, but to satisfy the sister, and
also to know where we stand in the matter if any
other cases come up, I ask the question.

GENERAL REVIEW OF THE WORK OF OUR
CHINA MISSION.

In 1928, our Mission enjoyed its first year of un-
interrupted work since 1924. During the first half
year, war clouds still hovered in the sky, bandits
ravaged the outlying districts, and Lo Ting barely
escaped the terrors of a "Red" uprising—but the
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work went on. During the last months, bandits,
"Reds," and other disquieting elements seemed to
have vanished before a better trained soldiery.
Peace, reorganization, and public improvements
were the topics of the day, and our whole field was
open to the messengers of the gospel as it had not
been for perhaps ten years. While there are still
some evidences of anti-foreign feeling in parts of
the Lo Ting field, it is not serious; and other dis-
tricts report a very friendly attitude towards the
missionary and his message. Our hearts are full
of thanksgiving to the One who brought order out
of chaos in so short a time.

Five of the six sa]aried missionaries on the field
during the first half year were largely occupied
with the institutional and executive work of the
Mission and Council. This was so, not only because
it required at least that many missionaries to help
maintain our Seminary, schools, and hospitals, but
also because the country was practically closed to
the foreigner. The changed conditions noted above
made it possible for Miss Weeks and the four sal-
aried workers who returned in September to spend
the greater part of their time in country evangel-
ism. Never before, since the early days of the Mis-
sion, have more than half the staff been engaged
in itinerary evangelistic work.

This new emphasis on village evangelism is most
significant. All over China, there is a growing con-
sciousness that Missions must stress rural work, if
Christianity is to be a vital, transforming agency
in a land where even many city dwellers have their
real homes in the country. Because of the poor
methods of transportation which still prevail in
most parts of China, and the unsanitary character
of many village homes, the life of the itinerant
evangelist is not an easy one. However, it is not
for us to "count the cost" but to follow where the
Master leads; and the time is not far distant when
our field will largely be covered by auto1 roads.
Perhaps some day a "house on wheels" may supply
both pulpit and lodging for our village workers.

Two Chinese pastors, two evangelists, two trained
Bible women, and one volunteer woman worker co-
operated with your missionaries in evangelistic
work and the care of the Churches. We wish to
bear testimony to the faithfulness and loyalty of
our Chinese co-workers. Four young men gradu-
ated from the Bible training school at the end of
the year. They give promise of being consecrated
leaders of the people. We beg you to remember
them in your prayers.

One of the outstanding features of the year 1928
was the destruction of the idols and the tearing
down of many heathen temples, the material from
the latter being used to build schools or other pub-
lic buildings. This work was executed by soliders
under orders of the Canton Government. Many of

the people were greatly incensed and frightened at
this so-called sacrilege. Some even blamed the mis-
sionaries for paying to have it done. Since, how-
ever, no great calamities have followed, the old
faith of many has been shaken and they are more
ready to listen to the story of Jesus and the one
true God who alone has power to save, or to con-
demn, the children of men. We praise Him for thus
opening hearts to receive the message He has com-
missioned us to proclaim; but we again ask your
prayers for the "powers that be" in the National-
ist Government. Whether the order for the de-
struction of idols emanated from an enlightened
political conscience, or whether it indicates the
atheistic character of the Government, and is only
another outburst of religious intolerance is an un-
answered question in many minds.

Nevertheless, whatever the attitude of the pres-
ent Government may be towards religion, we are
glad to testify to their non-interference with
Christian schools during the past year. The Bible
was taught just as definitely and regularly as it was
before the anti-Christian movement swept over
China. Three schoo]s were under the direction of,
and received help from, the Council: a co-educa-
tional school conducted in what was formerly the
Boys' School at Tak Hing; the same type of school
in the Redpath Girls' School at Lo Ting; and a new
co-educational school at T'ai P'eng, one of our larg-
est out-stations. While pupils from non-Christian
homes are still admitted, if they agree to observe
the rules of the schoo1, the policy of the Council is
not to solicit the patronage of outsiders, but to
maintain our schools especially for the children of
Christians. This policy, and the fact that the Gov-
ernment is compelling the gentry of every village
to open free schools for the children of their dis-
trict, have naturally cut down the enrollment of
our schools for the present. But as the Church
grows, we hope to fill our classrooms with children
from Christian homes. All our schools have Chris-
tian Chinese principals, who have the confidence of
both Chinese and foreigners.

The western medical work in our field was carried
on by two hospitals and seven dispensaries. After
Dr. Dickson went on furlough, Dr. Wallace took
charge of the Lo Ting hospital. This left the Tak
Hing hospital without a foreign physician; but Dr.
Tse continued the work—with some assistance from
Miss Weeks—in a very commendab'e manner. The
seven dispensaries mentioned are all independent,
and in charge of Chinese who have had more or
Jess training in the Lo Ting hospital. Several of
these men are consecrated Christians, and are doing
definite religious work in connection with their drug
stores and dispensaries.

In looking over the work as a whole, you will see
that the Chinese are coming forward into places oe
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leadership and responsibility. We praise God for
this. However, we feel there is still a place for
your missionaries in China. The Tak Hing school
feels keenly the lack of a definite missionary helper,
and has asked that Miss Huston be returned to fill
this place. Miss Weeks has been urged to act in
that capacity until Miss Huston arrives. The high
spiritual tone and financial prosperity of the Lo Tmg
school are largely due to the consecrated and effi-
cient service Miss Dean is rendering under the title
of "Advisor." The same might be said of the work
of others "in their respective departments. Your
missionaries are earnestly seeking to serve, rather
than rule, the people with whom we labor in the
Lord, remembering that our Master said: "The Son
of Man came not to be ministered unto but to min-
ister ...";"! am in the midst of you as he that
serveth"; "A servant is not greater than his lord:
neither one that is sent greater than he that sent
him." We are depending on your prayers to help
us exalt the Christ we have been sent to preach.

THE LATAKIA MISSION.
Fathers and Brethren:

In presenting to you our report of another year
of delightful service in this part of the Lord's
"field," we most humbly and gratefully acknowl-
edge the goodness and mercy of our Divine Chief,
Who has made it possible. It has been a year of
unusual trials but also of conspicuous mercies.
Epidemics of measles and chicken-pox, accompanied
by a rainfall much above the average, making it
very difficult to give the sick the care required, re-
sulted in a large death-rate among the children, es-
pecially in the villages. The almost famine condi-
tions in most of the villages, owing to crop failure,
made the children there more exposed to the rav-
ages of these diseases. Notwithstanding, we are
able to report a much larger attendance in the
total, owing to the opening of one new school and
the re-opening of another, and owing even more to
the mercy of our God in so largely sparing the chil-
dren in our vlilages from the severity of the epi-
demics. Four hundred and fifty children have been in
attendance in our 15 village schools, besides the
two hundred in our two city schools, making six
hundred and fifty in all. All the teachers in these
village schools and in our city school for boys have
been trained in our schools, and we have a number
more ready to qualify and accept employment when-
ever we find places for them. And the places are
ready. Plenty more villages are ready to welcome
our schools—villages where the glad tidings have
not been heard. The one thing lacking is the small
Fum of $150 for each school at the beginning for
the yearly wages of the young teacher. This means

about $5.00 per year for each pupil, which is only
5 per cent, of what it costs in your elementary
schools, as per the recent report of the U. S. Com-
missioner of Education. We read of a time in the
history of our Mission here when we had forty
schools in these mountains. They were closed by
the Turk. There are now more than four times
forty villages in which there is no prospect of any
one teaching the children even simple reading, much
less the reading of the Word of Life, which all our
schools teach. And this is in this State of the Ala-
ouites only, a district where only about ten per
cent, of the children are supplied with schools. The
government does not feel able to do more, but has
shown that it is ready to facilitate any movement
on our part to open schools in any of the villages
where none exists. And we are the only evangeliz-
ing agency in this district. We are responsible for
it in a very special way. Shall we, in the mad rush
to get and spend, become deaf to the words of Him
who died for these thousands dying in ignorance
of Him, when He warns us not to offend one of these
little ones, who are potential believers in Him, and
whose condition seems to appeal to us in the stand-
ing inquiry: "Who is he, that we may believe on
him?"

Are there none planning to put money in a radio
set or a new car, perhaps just to be like their neigh-
bors or to outshine them, who hear ringing in their
ears the verdict of the Great Judge, "Inasmuch as
ye did it not to the least of these, ye did it not
to me"?

In the past five years, there has been a steady
and decided decrease in our demands on the home
funds for Mission Expense; from over $14,000, the
request five years ago, to $7,000, the request this
year. This reduction has been accomplished for the
most part by changes in the management of the
city work. Both of the city schools are making
good progress towards self-support.

The Boys' School has had a good year and
graduates five more promising boys. Three of them
are members of our Church, and may become work-
ers in the Mission. The other two are greatly
changed for the better, though not openly confessing
their faith as yet. Mrs. McFarland has been the
main force in the English department again. With
all the sickness in the city, our faculty and stu-
dents have all been kept wonderfully well. Amount
received from pupils, $840.

The more specific evangelistic work has been car-
ried on by our Bible women and our two native
preachers.

Miss Edgar and Mrs. Shemas have made 972
visits in the city, giving 1,045 reading lessons to
17 women, 12 of whom have learned to read the
Bible. Sixty-two visits have been made to the
sick. Entrance has been secured into 16 new homes,
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7 of- which are non-Christian. They have taught
some of the Gospel to 2,767 persons, 716 from the
non-Christian sects. Five visits have been made to
villages where they met about 300 persons.

There have been many interesting conversations
in which they have pressed home the claims of
Christ. A. Moslem woman, who seems to have had
more than the usual amount of hardness in her
married life even for that sect, came to one of the
meetings and found such evident sympathy in the
reception Miss Edgar gave her story of woe that
she impulsively seized her at the end of the talk
and pressed a kiss on her cheek exclaiming, "I love
you." Thus Moslem prejudice is being melted by
the love that never faileth. Over a score of poor,
lonely women had the feast of their lives when
Miss Edgar used a turkey given her at Christmas
as the piece de resistance in a dinner which the old
ladies will remember with keen delight the rest of
their lives, and which we are sure will be recorded
also in the "Book of Remembrance" kept above.

We need to be much in hopeful prayer for this
service, confident that God's Word shall not return
unto Him void.

Rev. Hanna Besna has ministered to the little
company of our members where seven of our vil-
lage teachers regularly attend. He goes occasion-
ally also to give the Word and administer the or-
dinances to another group where four more of our
teachers attend. He also goes regularly to the
eleven schools of these teachers to examine and en-
courage and to talk to the children and their par-
ents on their need of Jesus Christ.

Rev. Khalil Awad serves regularly the growing
congregation in Latakia, and goes occasionally to
our four other village schools to incite the teachers
to do their best, and to minister to the groups of
members he finds at three of them. He generally
accompanies the missionary also on his visits to all
the schools, and cooperates heartily with us in all
our work. He is highly respected, both in the city
and the mountains, by a large and growing circle
of acquaintenances.

The Antioch Mission invites him regularly now
to hold special services there for a week each Spring,
and speak their appreciation with emphasis.

Our mountain members have been induced to pay
a tenth of the salary of their evangelist. The city
Church is being led to self-support. We ask only
$300 for them from the home Church this year.
This is less than one-third of the salary.

Our own colporteur has worked only in the sum-
mer, but visited 300 villages and sold 800 Bibles or
portions. Another of our members has been in the
employ of the Bible Society all the year, but is more
of an -evangelist than a salesman, so is being dropped
by the Society.

The Training Class for Workers has studied Chris-

tian Doctrine and Evidences of Christianity this
year. The three students of last year, with two
new ones, have shown deep interest and made good
progress.

The Girls' School is striving to work on the mot-
to, "Love, the motive; evangelization, the result."
Every pupil in attendance gets some knowledge of
the Gospel message. Pastor Awad has given prac-
tical religious talks twice a week in the chapel ser-
vices. Fruitful hours have been! spent with the
boarders Sabbath evenings, reviewing the morning
sermons and in religious conversation on their prob-
lems. The older girls of all sects have been organ-
ized, and meet twice a month to discuss and apply
the Bible to their needs. They are learning to lead
in prayer and interpret Bible truth in daily living.
In a city where nearly every woman smokes and
wine is served at nearly all formal social receptions,
it is encouraging to find our girls refusing to drink
until the remark is often overheard, "That girl will
not drink. She is from the American School."
Many have learned to refuse to dance also. And
Physiology is having its effect on their sentiment
regarding the cigarette.

The school has 'been much improved. Special ef-
fort has been made to improve the work of the
teachers by giving them some contact with the work
in other Mission schools. Miss McElroy has been
able to give more time to supervision, with good
results. The school is being graded on a better
system. The amount of French provided by the
government has been supplemented by adding, from
our funds, enough to employ the French lady teach-
er full time.

A fine class of eight girls is finishing first year
High School work in English. We take them no
further.

Miss Huston has been able to resusciate an old
organ, relic of the past, and give some, musically
inclined, an idea of the use of such an instrument.
She has also had a singing class weekly to improve
our Church singing.

The Kindergarten reports a good year in its new,
sunny quarters in the former dining room. A for-
mer graduate has been assisting the teacher. A
summer vacation Bible school was conducted by
this teacher during the summer. Thirty-five at-
tended.

The average attendance in the whole school was
101. Receipts from pupils, $651, an increase of
$176. Only twenty-five of the pupils were from
Protestant homes, and only seven members of the
Church. One joined during the year.

What a field for evangelism! A hundred souls
to be saved and trained for service, and their homes
brought into touch with His truth. The sense of
our unworthiness, our "spiritual weakness, and our
many failures is humiliating and overwhelming.
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Our hope and encouragement are from the Lord
who has given us our orders.

May our love be so strong that it cannot be
quenched by the many waters of hatred and ig-
norance, nor drowned by the floods of discourage-
ment and indifference. May the love of Christ con-
strain us, and His holy spirit empower us. And
God forbid that the Church should cease to pray
for us.

THE AMERICAN ACADEMY, LARNACA,
CYPRUS.

Having spent nine months of the year in Ameri-
ca, I cannot give a full report of the outstanding
events of the whole year at the Academy; but,
rather, 2 must confine myself to the first three
months of the present school year.

On September 16, we arrived to take up the work
again at the Academy, after a very pleasant and
profitable year in the homeland. Health was much
improved, spiritual strength increased, new ideals
formed—all largely because of stimulating contacts
in the homeland.

It was a pleasure to find a good degree of pros-
perity in the mission work. Mr. Hemphill, who had
been left in charge of the Academy, had served well.
Also the other young men, Mr. Willson and Mr. Red-
path, had done good work. There had been progress
along all lines, except some little falling off finan-
cially. In the congregation, that had been but re-
cency organized when we left, there had been
marked progress. We feel that this year was a
splendid time for us to be absent, thus giving our
native friends more responsibility at the very out-
set of the life of the congregation.

The enclosed financial statement shows that the
students of the Academy paid about $12,500 to the
school, during the year, for board and tuition.
There are many other indications as well that the
education given in the Academy, and in fact in the
island generally, is being appreciated. A look at
the records show that fifty years ago there were
148 elementary schools in the island, whereas today
there are 708. There were no secondary schools at
that time. Today there are about 25. Today there
are no colleges and universities. But there is a
growing demand for higher education which is sure
to come in the future.

The enrollment in the Academy this year is very
encouragirg. The number of students has increased
by more than 50 in the last two years. The most
encouraging feature, however, is the splendid spirit
that exists in the school. There is a responsiveness

on the part of the students that encourages teachers
to do their best and to appeal to higher motives.
Some personal work has been done among the stu-
dents, with encouraging results. Our Sabbath eve-
ning student meetings had been led by teachers
from the time they were started years ago. On
the occasion of our games at Nicosia, the teacher
who was to lead the meeting of the following Sab-
bath evening was injured in the football game on
Saturday. On Sabbath Day, a student volunteered
to replace him. The meeting was so successful—
the subject was "Forgiveness'"—that another stud-
ent volunteered, and there has not been a teacher
leader since.

There has been a considerable demand for girls
to be taken into the Academy, or for a girls' school
to be opened. The whole matter is being considered
by the Advisory Board of the Academy, for action
by the beginning of the next school year, if at all.
It is probable that if anything is done it will be in
the form of a branch of the Academy in some other
building for girls only.

The chief features of the work have been put
before the Board—and the Church—in personal let-
ters to the Corresponding Secretary of the Board.
What might be to'd here would be largely a repe-
tition; hence I shall be brief, and close by saying
that the work is alive with possibilities which, when
considered, are overwhelming. Opportunities in
school—young men more than eager to learn the
best. In Sabbath School—again young and old
studying the open Bible. In the Church—preach-
ing in three languages every Sabbath. The social
contacts—people willing to discuss religious and
moral questions—eager to know the truth. This
is no atmosphere for depression. Optimism and
hope, with greater faith and endeavor, are the only
worthy response.

EVANGELISTIC REPORT. CYPRUS. 1928.
A survey of the year's work shows much to be

desired as far as the vital, spiritual condition of our
Churches is concerned. But I am hopeful because
of this very thing. There is more open dissatis-
faction with our lack of zeal than there has ever
been before. There is open criticism because of our
lack of growth. This dissatisfaction and criticism
is making the people look for its cause, and I am
hopeful, because I think the cause, or causes, will
be found and remedied. Outwardly, our Churches
seem to be flourishing. There was an increase in
membership, the budget system was adopted, to-
gether with every member canvasses, and the bud-
gets were raised. The Larnaca congregation has
greatly improved the church by painting and altera-
tions both inside and out. Definite contributions
were made toward pastors' salaries by both congre-
