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Editorial Comment

NEO-YULETIDE

Satan and Satanical forces have long concen-
frated on displacement and replacement. Sin is due
to Satan’s displacement in the mind of man the idea
of God’s will, and replacing it with the idea that
man’s will is sufficient authority. The campaign
goes on relentlessly.

However, the efforts now include the Son of
God, the Saviour of men. At this season of the year
the thoughts turn to the birth of Christ, and the cele-
bration of it. Even in pagan lands Christmas re-
celves attention.

Now suppose that we take up the problem at
hand. Neo-orthodoxy, which is a term given to Mod-
ernism in our day, rejects the Bible as an infallible,
God-inspired book. Much of it is made up of myth,
tradition, and imagination, such people say. It be-
comes the Word of God to you only when God speaks
to you through it. In the process of their reasoning
the Virgin Birth is not a fact. Yet at the Yuletide
season they throw tinsel and decorations in every
direction. “Consistency, thou art a jewel.”

Suppose we try to produce a pattern of consist-
ency. In line with Neo-orthodoxy, we must have a
Neo-Yuletide, for Yuletide as originally celebrated
included deity in the child born. Of course, we could
think about a baby born in a manger. We could sing
odes to Bethlehem. We could sing about the sleigh
and the jingling bells and the ride in which we got
‘“upsot.” We could sing about the manger, the hay,
and even the lowing cattle, unless the “brethren”
have turned them out of the stable. Yes, it 1s possible
to do all this and still displace deity.

Just suppose that they are right. What a trag-
edy would beset us! There would be no Christian
churches in your town, no hospitals, no schools,
likely, no high regard for women and motherhood,
and of course, no New Testament. Other things
would be missing from our civilization.

But we can thank God that the angel’s message
ig true. Jesus Christ, the Son of God, the Saviour of
men, was sent into the world by God the Father. He
was born of the Virgin Mary in the town of Beth-
lehem. Because this is true, we have all the rest. Tle
became an adult God-man. He paid the penalty for
sin on the cross for those who would accept Him,
and you are His. )

Our joy should be unbounded, our gratitude un-
ending, and our spirit of love and charity illimitable.
Not because Christ was born to bring us Christmas,
but because He came to bring salvation to you and to
me, we praise God. There is no place for a Neo-
Yuletide.

Now the Lord is that Spirit: and where the Spirit
of the Lord is, there ig liberty. But we all, with open
face beholding as in a glass the glory of the Lord,
are changed into the same image from glory to glory
even as by the Spirit of the Lord. 2 Corinthians 3:17,
18,

“It's been the best thing I've experienced in the
vealm of Christian living.

GOAL TO TRIPLE SCRIPTURE DISTRIBUTION
AND RECORD BIBLE SOCIETY BUDGET
ARE APPROVED BY ADVISORY COUNCIL

REPRESENTING 55 DENOMINATIONS

In what was almost certainly the most widely
representative gathering to date of American Prot-
estant denominations, the Advisory Council of the
American Bible Society met in New York City, No-
vember 19 and 20. Delegates and representatives of
55 denominations participated in the meeting.

The Bible Society is the agency of the churches
for the translation, publication, distribution, and
encouragement of use of the Holy Seriptures, with-
out note or comment. It works through and for the
churches in 124 countries.

The Council unanimously approved a budget of
$5,860,000 for 1964—the largest in the Society’s
147-year history, an increase of $478,000 over 1963.

Much of the increase will be used to finance the
American Bible Society’s share in the “God’s Word
for a New Age” campaign in which 23 national Bible
Societies are seeking to at least triple the annual
worldwide distribution of the Scriptures by 1966.

In 1962 Scriptures distributed by member or-
ganizations of the United Bible Societies totalled
about 51 million, of which the American Bible So-
ciety accounted for nearly 32 million. By 1966 it is
anticipated that annual world-wide distribution will
reach 150 million copies.

The American Bible Society, with the approval
of the Advisory Council, has accepted responsibility
for 75 million or half the total goal.

The Advisory Council pledged “our heartiest
endeavors to undergird the Society by enlarging our
support through denominational channels and
through alerting Christians to give generously.

“We have been catapulted into a new age,” the
Council stated in its report, “‘an age both filled with
hope and fraught with fear. The Christian Church is
still loging the battle for the souls of men. There is
no doeubt as to the role the Bible must play in our
new age. It is impossible to do the work of God with-
out the Word of God. It is the Church’s source of life
and witnegs to the never-changing Christ for an
ever-changing world.”

Citing the growth of the world’s population by
a million persons a week, and the increase of new
literates at the rate of 70 million a year, the Council
declared that “we must take the Bible beyond the
walls of our churches and homes into the streets and
market places of cur fowns, and into the highways
and byways of our world.”

The Council commended the work the American
Bible Society is deing in the preparation of special
Scriptures to meet the needs of new literates. It
urged that the Society continue ‘‘to utilize any pro-
cedures which can be developed for effective distri-
bution of meaningful Scriptures in simplified texts
in the languages of the people.”

WITH CHRIST IN THE §UNGLE

Bruce E. Porterfield, a missionary to new tribes in the
jungles of Bolivia, has described his experiences in a book
recentiy published by Harper and Row, New York, called
“Commandos for Christ.” He is responsible for making the
first contacts with natives who have not before met the
white man, and is followed by missionaries who learn the
language and aim to establish churches.

Porterfield tells about adventures with Indians wha
were curious about false teeth; who practice pulling the
eyebrows from Caucasians to make the strangers look like
themselves, the eyebrowless-ones; and who admired his speed
when he encountered wild hogs.

But the missionary stated in an interview that it is
easier to find his way around the jungle than to find his way
around New York. When asked about taking his wife and
five children intoc the Bolivian wilds, he said he felt that
there are nc more dangers there than in the United States.
“We are safer there with God than people here without God.”

CALL TO ACTION ON CIVIL RIGHTS

The 6th General Assembly of the National Councii of
Churches, which adjourned in Philadelphia on December 7,
adopted a set of recommendations for the integration of
churches. These were addressed both tu local congregations
and to national church bodies.

The program, as described in the New York Times,
states that all gualified ministers should have access to pul-
pits or other church positions regardless of race.

Local congregations should develop programs under
which people of all races may meet together in worship, in
Sabbath School, in camps, in choirs, in clubs, and in informal
groups.

Church publications should emphasize a Christian's re-
sponsibility in the struggle for racial justice.

Denominational beards, staffs, and affiliated groups
should be racially integrated,.

Fair employment practices clauses should he required in
contracts for church construction,

Invested funds should be withdrawn from companies
that cannct be persuaded to cease and desist from racial
discrimination.

All churches should unitedly support the early enact-
ment of civil rights legislation.

Churehes should give moral and financial support to or-
ganizations working for racial justice.

NO RULING YET ON CAROLS

The clerk of the U. S. Supreme Court has stated that
the Court has given no decision on whether or not it is Con-
stitutional to sing Christmas carols in public schools. 'This is
his reply to letters from school children about the legality of
the practice, The news item did not indicate whether the
children were heoping to sing or to refrain from singing.

His explanation was that the Court rules on the specific
issue of each case. If it involves chaplains in the Navy, the
judges consider chaplains in the Navy. Another case may
concern solely the distribution of Gideon Bibles in the Feder-
al Penitentiary. Such a case would not give a pronouncement
about Christmas carols.

However, the writer is confused, for there were three
cases referred to the Supreme Court from Florida, involving
carols, prayer, and Bible reading. These were the Chamber-
lain, Schemp, and Murray cases, respectively. The State Su-
preme Court had upheld these practices, but the Federal Su-
preme Court reversed the state decision regarding prayer
and Bible reading. When it came to the Chamberlain case,
the matter of carcls was returned to the state to be re-
decided in light of the Schemp and Murray decisions. What
answer will the Florida Supreme Court give to children who
write about Christmas music?

SEATTLE CHURCH TO GO OFF THE AIR

The First Presbyterian Church of Seattle, Washington,
has applied to the Federal Communications Commission for
permission to sell its radio station (KTW) for the reason
that a church ought not to operate radic stations, commer-
cially.

In its application to assign its license to David M, Segal,
the church listed seven reascns for wanting to sell:

1. It is undesirable for the church to be in the business of
operating a cemmericial radio station.

2. It is difticult for a church-operated commercial radio
station to reflect the image of the church correctly.

3. Operation is a very heavy drain upon the church’s
[inancial resources.

4. The church cannot compete with other commercial
stations because of an inability to keep up with technieal
advances and because of limitations in advertising.

5. A great deal of time is expended to maintain, admin-
ister, and operate a station, which could be directly related
to the program of the church.

6. A tremendous amount of time is consumed in servicing
equipment, solving operating problems, and meeting the re-
quirements of the FCC.

7. Purchasing of air time is much less than the cost of
self-operation.

Mr. Segal, the prospective buyer, indicated that he in-
tends to use the station as follows: 78 per cent entertain-
ment; 9 per cent religious: 8 per cent news; 1 per cent educa-
tion; 4 per cent other kinds of programs. (EP)

GHOST EVICTED

An Anglican bishop who conducted exorcism rites in
Exeter, England, in a house which had been believed to be
indwelt by a “ghostly presence,” now reports that all is quiet.
Tenants had complained of furniture being moved, a radio
being switched on in their absence, and a “white form”
passing through their apartment.
