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Editorial Comment 
REACTIONS TO THE EXPLANATORY 

DECLARATION 
R. W. Caskey 

Then Peter and the other apostles answered and 
said, we ought to obey God rather than men. Acts 
5:29. 

In this article I would like to pass on to the 
readers of The Covenanter Witness the reactions 
which we received to the "Explanatory Declaration." 
The session of the Winchester congregation was 
appointed by Midwest Presbytery to contact candi­
dates for office, for the churches in Kansas, con­
cerning the candidates' willingness to use the "Ex­
planatory Declaration." 

Although we did not receive a great many 
answers, the replies on the whole were enlighten­
ing and encouraging. Some letters were returned 
because of insufficient address, and of course some 
were not answered. 

Thirteen of those which answered indicated a 
willingness to use the "Explanatory Declaration." 
Eight of these filled in the questionnaire indicating 
that they were willing to use the "Explanatory Dec­
laration" and make no comment. One said, "Thank 
you" and one said that she thought all Christians 
should vote. 

I would like to comment on those who included 
comments with their answers. Three replies were 
received from candidates who did not indicate a 
willingness to use the "Explanatory Declaration." 
The interesting thing about these three answers 
is that they represented three different shades of 
thought. 

One who opposed the "Explanatory Declara­
tion" gave as his reasons: 

1. I feel that the laws of man are 
based principally on the laws of 
God. 2. In the exercise of the duties 

of m y office, I am required to follow 

the general statutes of the state of 

Kansas. 

I am thankful for this reply, for this man took 
the stand that the Covenanter Church has taken 
in the past. As a lawyer his judgment carries 
weight. He thinks he is required to put the laws 
of government first. 

Another who said, "No" to the "Explanatory 
Declaration" gave this explanation: 

I have not found the laws of 

United States conflicting with God's 

laws. The laws are based on the con­

tents of the Ten Commandments 

and in rendering decisions according 

to law I have found no difficulty 

in feeling that m y decisions would 

be in accordance with God's law. It 

is m y opinion that the interpreta­

tion of man-made law may vary, and 

in these cases of a few there would 

be conflict. But as for m e I have no 

feeling of going against God's law 

in the decisions I personally make. 

This man was running for re-election for a 
lower office and it is possible that there was no 
conflict in his official duties with the law of God. 
There is no question but what at times conflicts 
do arise. For example, when a judge is required to 
hear a petition for divorce, where the laws of the 
state allow divorce on other than Scriptural 
grounds. W e know that Jesus Christ said, "What 
therefore God hath joined together, let not man put 
asunder." (Matt. 19:6.) Faced with such a situation 
what is a Christian judge to do? 

This man also suggested: 
Now I feel it is important that 

we have public offices occupied by 
men and women who do have a faith 

in the same God that you and I do. 

Therefore, I feel we need the votes 
of your church people, and I would 
like to see your church laws changed 
to allow your members to vote with­
out their being in violation of church 

law. This I feel is possible where a 

change in the Constitution of the 
United States is almost impossible. 

In reply to this I would say that his position is 
understandable since—from the beginning of the 
history of God-revealed rehgion, httle man has 
found it easier to change the laws of the church 
to suit his convenience and desires, than to change 
himself and his institutions to conform to the law 
of God. However, the ease or the difficulty of any 
course of action is no proof of its rightness. 

Another man who did not indicate his willing­
ness to use the "Explanatory Declaration" by sign­
ing the questionnaire, seemed to object to it be­
cause it did not go far enough. His letter is as fol­
lows:

BIBLE SOCIETY PLANS FOR 1966 
The Advisory Council of the American Bible Soci­

ety at its fall meeting called upon the churches of A 
merica to make 1966 "the year of the Bible." 1966 will be 
the 150th anniversary of the founding of the Society. 

The Council suggests that all participating denom­
inations observe the anniversary by "special programs 
of Scripture distribution and use of the Bible, to chal­
lenge each member to become a more dedicated reader 
of the Bible and a more effective sharer of the Scriptures 
through personal witness and sacrificial gifts." 

The challenge to Christianity was pointed out, to 
alert Christians to the threat to our religion. "Islam 
is now well-entrenched in Africa and elsewhere. Re-
surging Buddhism and Hinduism reach out for the souls 
and minds of men. Communism expends billions of dol­
lars annually to spread propaganda literature high­
lighting atheism. A sharp decline in spiritual values 
threatens to undermine the most cherished values upon 
which our nation has been founded. These forces and 
ideologies can be diminished by the omnipotence of the 
Good Book. Here, within the covers of this Book rests 
the all-inclusive Message of God to the hearts and minds 
of all people everywhere." 

CIGARETTES ON TV MAY BE TABOO 
One platform of the Labor Party of Britain, now 

in power in London, was the elimination of cigarette ad­
vertising from the nation's television industry. As ex­
pressed by the London correspondent of the Ottawa, 
Canada, Journal, "Senior cabinet ministers are trying 
to persuade tobacco companies to exercise a voluntary 
ban on T V advertising. They have made it clear, however, 
that if such a gentlemen's agreement would not work, 
legislation will be put through Parliment to divorce the 
two addictions of nicotine and television." 

The British government is getting support from the 
British Medical Association. The B M A asserts that of 
the 24,000 Britons who died last year of lung cancer 
about 20,000 were victims of smoking. 
COLLEGE PRESIDENT REJECTS FEDERAL AID 

Dr. Carl Lundquist, president of Bethel College 
and Seminary, a Baptist General Conference school in 
St. Paul, has criticized the federal program of grants 
to church colleges for "buildings not used for religious 
functions," in an address before the Minneapolis Minis­
terial Association. 

"This qualification has raised some pertinent ques­
tions for us," Dr. Lundquist said. "In a Biblical view of 
life, can one separate the religious from the non-re­
ligious in our kind of school?" He questioned whether 
courses in such fields as the biological sciences, which 
are considered by the government to be non-religious in 
nature, can be taught on a Christian campus apart from 
a theistic and Biblical viewpoint. 

"Moreover," he continued, "even if such a separa­
tion between the religious and the academic were possible 
so that one could underwrite a science building with 
federal funds because religion is not taught in it, would 
this not free church for the construction of a chapel 
and other religious buildings?" 

He pointed out that government contributions to 
other fields have characteristically led to government 
control, and he anticipates the same trend if federal 
funds are accepted by church colleges. At the present 
time, 18 per cent of higher education is financed by the 
federal government. 
JUGOSLAVIA RECONSIDERS BAN ON WORSHIP 

The 8th Congress of the Jugoslav Communist Party 
has been asked to remove the ban on religious practices 
by members of the Party. The motion was presented as 
a political maneuver, and not as an indication of con­
version by the party executives, said Lazar Kolisevski, 
in proposing the altered policy: "The omission of the ref­
erence to religious worship by party members in no 
way signifies that our attitude to religion has changed. 
On the contrary, party organizations must pursue a most 
active line for the scientific world outlook and the su­
perseding of religion in social activity, but they must 
not limit their attention solely to specific acts a party 
member may happen to perform." 

The immediate proposal was to delete from the 
party platform a statement that membership in the Party 
is "incompatible with the practice of religion." 

Communists, of course, should not be left with the 
initiative. The Church may well proclaim that mem­
bership in the Church is incompatible with the practice 
of Marxian Communism. Sad to say, Comrade Kolise-
vski's position is not far from that of some Church of­
ficials: "a most active line for the scientific world out­
look and the superseding of religion in social activity." 
CHRISTIAN ENDEAVOR SPONSORS CITIZENSHIP 

The International Society of Christian Endeavor 
has announced its 1965 Citizenship Awards Program. 
Entries are invited from either individuals or youth 
groups. Individuals must be under 25 years of age and 
Christian Endeavor Socities or similar youth groups 
must have a majority of the membership under 25 
years old. Deadline for entries is February 15, 1965. 

Entries may be an article published in a newspaper, 
an editorial, talk, poster, black and white photograph, 
or cartoon. The group entry is to be a report on some 
group project to promote Christian citizenship. Details 
may be secured from the Citizenship Director of the In­
ternational Society of Christian Endeavor, 1221 East 
Broad Street, Columbus, Ohio 43216.

Each of the three groups 
are now busy after Church on Sabbath mornings, 
practicing for their parts in the program. Then on 
the 24th, we will put it all together, and trust God's 
N a m e will be honored through the singing of the 
Psalms. W e are praying that we will have a good 
attendance, as we are faithful in inviting others 
from outside the Church to come and hear "what 
God has done for our souls."

One thing which we as a Mission are especial­
ly thankful for is the way in which God has led 
us in finding missionary housing for the Spears. 
Permission from our Foreign Mission Board came 
through for us to buy a home for the Spear family. 
Their present location has not been ideal for start­
ing new work, plus the fact that their land-lady 
just recently "upped" their rent. So God, through 
the Foreign Board, has graciously provided the 
Spears with a very nice home in Okamoto, which 
isn't too far from their present location. The house 
is about a five minute walk from the train station, 
which is always a big factor in determining the 
location for housing and new work, as we are all 
dependent upon the efficient train system here for 
getting around quickly. Please pray, especially for 
Mr. Spear, as he handles most of the legal matters 
and the interminable "red-tape" which is so preva­
lent here. Also pray for the family as they seek 
to get acquainted in their new neighborhood and 
their contacts for starting Sabbath School classes in 
their home. 

W e recently started an English Bible Class in 
our home for university students. Many students 
are eager to learn English conversation, and such 
classes are an effective means of winning a hear­
ing for the Gospel message. Many have become 
Christians and members of the Church through 
such classes, and we are trusting that our class 
will bring similar results. W e hope to attract more 
students from a large university located near our 
apartment. Our class of five, meets on Saturday 
evening for about two hours, and includes Bible 
teaching and English conversation practice. This 
contract with Japanese students also provides a 
good opportunity for us to practice speaking our 
Japanese! The university students are, perhaps, 
the greatest potential mission field here in Japan. 
There are 750,000 students in this land of high 
educational standards. These young people seem 
most ready to break with their superstitious past, 
and are more open to the Gospel message than are 
the older folks. Please pray with us for a greater 
impact in the hves of these students by means of 
the Bible classes, preaching services, and personal 
contact. 

Our language study continues to progress, slow 
but sure! W e are finding that the "chicken scratch­
es" of the written language are beginning to make 
a little sense so that the three of us can read
